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Beloved in Christ, 
 

 True story: In Washington, DC, at a Metro Station, on a cold January morning in 2007, a man with a violin played 
six Bach pieces for about 45 minutes.  During that time, approximately 2,000 people went through the station, most of them 
on their way to work.  After about 3 minutes, a middle-aged man noticed that there was a musician playing.  He slowed his 
pace and stopped for a few seconds, and then he hurried on to meet his schedule. 
  About 4 minutes later the violinist received his first dollar.  A woman threw money in the hat and continued to walk 
on by.  Minutes later a young man leaned against the wall to listen to him, then looked at his watch and started to walk 
again.  
 After 10 minutes a 3-year old boy stopped, but his mother tugged him along hurriedly.  The kid stopped to look at 
the violinist again, but the mother pulled him away, although the child turned his head to look back at the musician.  This 
action was repeated by several other children, but every parent - without exception - forced their children to move on 
quickly. 
 The musician played continuously for 45 minutes.  Only 6 people stopped and listened for a short while.  About 20 
gave money but continued to walk at their normal pace.  The man collected a total of $32. 
 After one hour the violinist finished playing.  No one noticed and no one applauded.  There was no recognition at 
all. 
 That violinist was Joshua Bell, one of the greatest musicians in the world.  He played some of the most intricate 
pieces ever written, on a violin worth $3.5 million dollars.  Two days before, Joshua Bell sold-out a theater in Boston where 
people paid an average of $100 each to sit and listen to him play the exact same music. 
 The spontaneous concert at the Metro Station, organized by The Washington Post, was part of a social experiment 
about perception, taste, and people's priorities.  The experiment raises several questions:  
In a common-place environment, at an inconvenient hour, do we perceive beauty? 
 If so, do we stop to appreciate it? 
 Do we recognize talent in an unexpected context? 
 One possible conclusion reached from this experiment could be this: If we do not have a moment to stop and listen 
to one of the best musicians in the world, playing some of the finest music ever written, with one of the most beautiful 
instruments ever made, how many other things are we missing as we rush through life?

    Sad News - We have a surface damaged bell...Good News - A new replacement bell is to be cast at the 
Schulmerick Handbell Foundry and will arrive some time in June or July.  The handbell was damaged through 
moisture seeping into one of the handbell cases and causing the chemical dehumidifier placed in the case to 
liquefy and this liquid migrated through the cloth lining of the case and tarnished the bronze of the handbell.  
Many attempts to polish-up the bronze were unsuccessful and the handbell remained an ugly, dull 
asset among its shiny counterparts. 
    When the fund-raiser for the three (37 handbells) octave set was underway in 1987 each handbell was given the average 
price tag of $125.00 - - we were "sold out" within 2 weeks.  The new handbell will come with a price tag of $229.00.  The 
"Silent Bell" in the revolving case, under The Lord's Prayer in the entrance hallway, is engraved with names of the donors 
who in love, contributed to the purchase of the handbell set. 
     Every year at the end of the ringing season we deep polish the handbells and put them away for July and August.  We 
have striven very hard to maintain an A-1 condition for the handbells, knowing that there are no more "2 bits" haircuts and 
shaves!

"Hay Fever" 

 

        Do you suffer from a runny or stuffy nose a lot of the time?  In the U.S. about 40 million people do. This problem is 

called rhinitis.  If you sneeze and have a runny or stuffy nose during the spring, summer, or fall this is called seasonal 
allergic rhinitis or ñhay feverò.  People can be allergic to many different things such as pollen, dust mites, animal dander, 
food, mold and drugs.  Hay fever (pollen allergy) is the most common kind of allergy.  Pollen comes from trees, grasses and 
weeds.  Hay fever mainly attacks the eyes and nose.  
     Symptoms of hay fever Include: 
1) Sneezing, coughing and runny or stuffy nose.  2) Itching eyes, nose and throat.  3) Watery eyes and red, swollen eyelids.. 
    Your doctor can help you determine what treatment is necessary to help you control your hay fever symptoms.  There are 
many medications available to help you get through the hay fever season. 
Tips on how you can manage your hay fever symptoms: 
1) Wash bed sheets in hot water weekly.  2)  Always bathe and wash hair before bedtime (pollen can collect on skin and 
hair during the day).  3)  Do not hang clothes outside to dry where they can trap pollen.  4)  Wear a filter mask when mowing 
the lawn or working outside.  5)  Avoid peak times for pollen exposure (hot, dry, windy and usually between 10:00AM and 
4:00PM).  6)  Be aware of local pollen counts in your area via TV or newspaper.  7) Keep windows and car windows closed, 
use air conditioning if possible.  8)  Perform a thorough house cleaning of your home, including replacing heating and AC 
filters and cleaning ducts and vents.  9)  Check bathrooms and other damp areas in your home frequently for mold and 
mildew and remove with non-toxic cleaners.  10)  Keep pets out of bedrooms and off of furniture, since they may carry 
pollen if they have been outdoors.
